	Summary of Key Learning Events and Instruction

Learning activities-  
· Critical viewing: observe details, interpret and respond to a primary source document. (groups/class discussion)

· Map work: Analyze primary source geographic and universal maps from various parts of the world (pre-scientific revolution) to understand importance of cultural perception of surroundings (group of 3, class discussion)

· Understanding the 7 characteristics of civilization:  (teacher presentation)

· Use visual literacy to explain maps (pair share)
